The predomi-nant formations consist of a combina-

tion of tepuis, grass-lands, and valleys. Amongst 

these tepuis you find the Auyan-Tepuy (2.400 m), 

from which Angel Falls (Karepaku-pa merú), the high-

est waterfall in the world, originates with a drop of 

979 m. In addition, see other tepuis such as Roraima 

(2.800 m); Chimata (2.700 m); Kukenán (2.600 m). 

· Framed by the tropical rain forest of the Henri 

Pittier Na-tional Park, the beaches around Puerto 

Colombia are some of the most stun-ningly beautiful 

in the country.

In this multi-destination tour you will visit five (5) major natural 

regions in Venezuela: 

 

1. Canaima National Park & Angel Falls,  One of the largest national parks in the world and the second largest in Venezuela, Canaima Na-

tional Park astonishes visitors with the drama of its spectacular landscapes and biological diversity. 

Its signature landmarks are the tepuis, unique rock formations that rise up out of the surroundings to create huge ecological islands (the most fa-

mous, Roraima, inspired Conan Doyle's novel, The Lost World) punctured by waterfalls, including Angel Falls, the planetõs highest.  

In 1994, UNESCO declared Canaima National Park a World Heritage Site. The organization calls the park a "unique biogeological entity." 

 

2. Los LlanosñThe Plains Los Llanos (flat plains), is considered one of the ecosystems with the most important wetlands in the world! These vast 

plains shelter hundreds of bird species (over 300) and more than 50 mamals, promising encounters with anacondas, armadillos, peccaries, opos-

sums, tapirs, ocelots, anteaters, caimans, Venezuelaõs famous capybaras, bird species such as ibis, herons, cormorants, egrets, jacanas, gallinules 

and darters. Itõs is also one of the best places in Venezuela for rafting. Los Llanos changes dramatically according to the season, from a dry ex-

panse of ranchland in the winter to a vast shallow lake in the summer. 

After your wildlife safari, party with the cowboys of the Llanos under a blanket of stars. Llaneros are the hard-working cowboys of Venezuela, 

famous for the joropos music they play on the cuatro (a tiny four-stringed guitar), the arpa (harp) and maracas, capturing the heart of Venezuelan 

culture. 

A mega star of Los Llanos and the whole country is the Pink River Dolphin, the largest River Dolphin in the World that frequently jumps around the 

boats. The Orinoco Crocodile is the second largest croc species in the World, although unfortunately today there are just a few living in the wild 

(probably 2,000 between Venezuela and Colombia). The Fishes are astonishing, from the famous Red-Bellied Piranha, to 2-3 m Catfish, to Electric 

Eels, to Sting Rays, to the desirable Peacock Bass...  

 

3. The Andean Region - Mérida,  Bound by the Sierra Nevada and the Sierra de la Culata, the Venezuelan Andean region has unparalleled 

biodiversity and Venezuelaõs tallest peaks. Its main city, M®rida, boasts the highest and longest cable car in the world. Meet the people, explore 

the mountain paths, experience the unique Páramo ecosystem. The Andes offer a whole range of options for adventurers and nature lovers.  

 

With Venezuelaõs highest mountains (Bol²var, Humboldt, La Concha, Bomplandt and Le·n) and the p§ramo, M®rida has to be top of your list for 

trekking and hiking. The páramo is a high-altitude region with a neotropical ecosystem. It is located between the upper forest line (about 3800 m 

altitude) and the permanent snow line (about 5000 m). The ecosystem consists of accidented, mostly glacier formed valleys and plains with a large 

variety of lakes, peat bogs and wet grasslands intermingled with shrublands and forest patches. This neotropical ecosystem hosts about 5000 

different plant species where 60% of these species are endemic, adapted to the specific climate characteristics of the place. Vegetation you will 

get to see in this trip are: tussock grasses, ground rosettes, dwarf shrubs cushion plants and conspicuous giant rosettes such as Espeletia (frilejon) 

and Puya (in the family Bromeliaceae). The páramo covers 2600 Km2 ñ 23 per cent ñ of the state!  

Our programs in Mérida, designed to be sustainable and environmentally responsible, encompass a wide variety of activities, from extreme sports 

to bird watching. The local people will be your hosts at the mucu-posadas and your guides through this breathtaking landscape. Your visit to 

Mérida will be unforgettable!   

The last refuge of the great Andean Condor in the country (a globally Endangered species), also the Black-Chested Buzzard-Eagle, Northern Tor-

rent Duck, Andean Cock-of-the-Rock, several species of Toucans, incredible Hummingbirds like the bizarre White-Bearded-Helmetcreast and the 

splendid Racquet-tailed, also countless Parrots and other Bird species. The Páramo is habitat for the endemic Páramo Deer, Páramo Rabbit, Moun-

tain Coati and the enigmatic Spectacled Bear, also found in the Andean Cloud Forest. This almost unexplored habitat is very important to maintain 

the water flowing yearly round. Cloud Forest Trees are covered by Epiphytic Plants (i. e., Moss, Bromeliads, Orchids...) which are habitat for hun-

dreds of Insects, Spiders, Frogs, Salamanders and Lizards, most of them still to be named by science. 
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4. Henri Pittier Choroní & Puerto Colombia, The Colonia Town of Choroní, founded in 1616, is located 40 minutes away from the city of Mara-

cay. Choroní is known as one of the nicest colonial villages along the Venezuelan coast. A 10-minute drive from Choroní will take you to Puerto Co-

lombia - another picturesque village with the typical colonial houses, church, square and a pleasant sandy beach shaded by huge coconut palms, 

known as Playa Grande. Framed by the tropical rain forest of the Henri Pittier National Park, the beaches around Puerto Colombia are some of the 

most stunningly beautiful in the country. From Puerto Colombia you can take a boat to other nearby beaches such as Chuao and Cepe. During week-

ends and holidays, drummers from the villages Choroni and Puerto Colombia cheer up the evenings with their native music, a typical spree that usu-

ally lasts until dawn. 

Henri Pittier National Park is located between Aragua and Carabobo States and is the largest and oldest national park of the Coastal Mountain 

Range region in Venezuela. The park's elevation gradient ranges from sea level to 2,346 meters (7697 feet) above sea level. Henry Pittier National 

Park has a vast biological diversity and it has more than 500 different bird species to offer to bird lovers. It holds over 140 species of mammals, 97 

rept i les and 38 amphibians. The number of  insect species is est imated to be over one mil l ion!  

 

Bird species to be found at the National Park are: the Bay-headed Tanager, the Blood-eared Parakeet, the Blue-winged Mountain-Tanager, the 

Blue-grey Tanager, the Brown Booby, the Buff-fronted Foliage-Gleaner, the Crimson-crested Woodpecker, the Crested Oropendola, the Green 

Honeycreeper, the Green-tailed Emerald, the Groove-billed Toucanet, the Handsome Fruit eater, the Red-eared Parakeet, the Rufous Nightjar, the 

Swallow-Tanager, the Thick-billed Euphonia, the Yellow-rumped Cacique, the White-tipped Quetzal, hummingbirds, and eagles. We will also see the 

Bicolored Hawk, the Rufous-breasted Hermit, the Stripe-throated Hermit, the Russet-throated Puffbird, the Black-crested Antshrikeé 

4. Orinoco Delta, the Located in the north of the Delta of the Orinoco River (second largest river in the neotropics), embedded in mangroves, 

swamp forest, moist forest and llanos; see interesting variety of terrestrial and marine ecosystems including orchids, bromeliads, main reason for eco-

Itinerary: 13 Nights / 14 Days 

Day 1: Catia La Mar Maiquetia  / Arrival to Venezuela 

Meet a Turpial Travel assistant at the Maiquetía airport in 

Caracas. He/she will welcome you to Venezuela, answer all 

your questions, and transfer you to your hotel. Overnight at a 

hotel.   

Day 2: Catia La Mar - Maiquetia - Puerto Ordaz - Canaima 

National Park  

From the Maiquetia airport, take a flight to Puerto Ordaz and then a 

connecting flight to Canaima National Park. Take a flight (9:00 AM) 

from Puerto Ordaz to Canaima National Park. Upon arrival you will be 

transferred to our main camp. At 2:00 p.m. leave the camp and head 

to the òUcaimaó port situated above the òCanaima Lagoon Falls. Board 

a òcuriaraó (Indian canoe) and travel through the Canaima Lagoon. 

When you arrive at òSapo Falló - a magnificent water fall of approxi-

mately 45 meters in height and 100 meters in width - prepare yourself 

to cross it by foot! At the other side of the fall, a jeep will be waiting 

for you to take you through the òMayupa Sabanaó. Observe the 

òMayupa Rapidsó and part of the magnificent òAuyan Tepuyó. After 

crossing the Sabana by jeep, board the curiara once more and travel 

through the òCarraoó river to the òHappy Welló. During the voyage, 

observe the lush tropical vegetation, Palmas de Moriche (a tropical 

palms) and Tepuyes. At the Happy Well, the group will stop to take a 

refreshing bath before continuing the journey to the òAhonda Campó in 

front of the òOrchid Islandó (a shelter of red stones) where we will have 

dinner with a view of the òAuyan Tepuyó. Spend the night sleeping in 

hammocks with mosquito nettings and blankets. . 

 Day 3: Canaima National Park  

After breakfast, board the curiara and travel up river to òIsla Ratonó. 

At Isla Raton, trek an hour to the base of the magnificent Angel Fall. 

Enjoy the splendid view of the fall and if time permits, swim in the An-

gel Fall lagoon. Return to the òOrchid Islandó for lunch and after that 

head back to the main camp (arriving there at 6:00 p.m. approxi-

mately). Overnight at a camp.  

Day 4: Canaima National Park - Puerto Ordaz - Orinoco Delta  

After breakfast, retune to Canaima and fly to Puerto Ordaz. From 

Puerto Ordaz you will be transferred to our camp in the Orinoco Delta 

region. During the trip you will have the opportunity to appreciate the 

fauna and flora of the Delta and some Indian communities. When you 

arrive at the camp you will be welcomed with a cocktail as you check-

in to your rooms. In the afternoon, after lunch, board a canoe that will 

take you through the narrow and beautiful Delta River canals. Observe 

the flora and fauna and maybe some canoes competitions. Do a bit of 

piranhas fishing. On the way back to the camp, enjoy a spectacular 

sunset. If you are not too tired, latter that evening, take some time to 

enjoy the Warao craft exhibit. Overnight at the camp.  

 

 

Day 5: Orinoco Delta  

Navigate the Delta canals at dawn. At this time of the day, the ani-

mals are very active and it is easier to see them. Return to the camp 

for a quick breakfast. After breakfast, return to the rainforest to start 

a jungle walk accompanied by Indian expert guides. Your guides will 

show you how the local Indians get their food, beverages, medicines, 

make their handicrafts and build their homes from the plants and 

animals of the area. In the afternoon (if it is not the nesting season) 

visit the òIsland of The Birdsó where you can observe a large number 

of bird species seeking refuge for the night. Overnight at the camp.  

Day 6: Orinoco Delta - Maturín - Maiquetia - Choroní  

Today you will visit the Warao Indian communities and have direct 

contact with them. You will get a chance to interact with them and 

learn more about their way of living . From there, you will be trans-

ferred to the Maturín airport to take your flight back to Carcas. 

Upon arrival our travel assistant will be waiting for you to transfer 

you to the colonia town of Choroní in the Henri Pittier National Park 

(approximately a 4 hour drive). Overnight at Posada.  

 Day 7: Choroni 

Today is a day on your own to explore the surroundings. Take the 

day to: 1. Enjoy your day relaxing in the beach. Visit Playa Grande, 

a beautiful large beach with coco palms around it. 2. Visit the Chuao 

Coffee Plantation by walking to the promenade òmaleconó and 

catching a boat to Chuao. In this tour, walk through a Cacao farm, 

visit a colonial church and try one of the best Cacaos in the World. 3. 

Explore the Henrri Pittier National Park by walking through the tropi-

cal forest with the most bio-diversity in the world. The tour includes a 

light breakfast, roundtrip transfer and a quiet walk guided by ex-

perts and bilingual guides for approximately five hours. During the 

walk enjoy the great variety of the wild flora and fauna. Visit the 

Virgin Carmen, a spectacular sugarcane trapiche where the 

òpapel·nó (a kind of brown sugar) is handmade. Return through the 

forest and submerge yourself in the natural and pompous well òLa 

Lapaó, where we can have lunch, rest and relax while appreciating 

this natural beauty. Overnight at Posada. NOTE: Please take note 

that these are just suggestions of what you can do in the area. The 

excursions are not included in your package.  
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Day 8:  Choroni 

Early in the morning, after breakfast, drive to a Hato (ranch) in los Llanos (10 hr. drive). Overnight at a ranch.  

Day 9:  Mantecal  

Spend the following day taking an excursion to observe wildlife at its best! At Hato Cedral we find over 250 species of birds, nearly 50 mammal 

species, including jaguars, pumas, ocelots, white-tailed deer, crab-eating foxes, capybaras, red howler and capuchin monkeys, opossums, ant-eaters, 

armadillos and river dolphins; and over 40 species of reptiles, including spectacled caimans, green iguanas, anacondas, turtles and red-footed tor-

toises. Overnight at Hato Cedral.  

Day 10: Mantecal 

Spend another day taking excursions observing the wildlife at the Hato. Overnight at the ranch.  

Day 11: Mantecal - Santo Domingo  

After a morning excursion, at around noon, you will be picked up and transferred to Santo Domingo. On the way you will get to see the beauty of 

the Andean Region - bound by the Sierra Nevada and the Sierra de la Culata, the Venezuelan Andean region has unparalleled biodiversity and 

Venezuelaõs tallest peaks. Overnight at Hotel / Posada. . 

Day 12 :  Santo Domingo - Mérida  

On the way to Merida, travel through the Andean Paramo. The paramo is a high-altitude region with a neotropical ecosystem. It is located between 

the upper forest line (about 3800 m altitude) and the permanent snow line (about 5000 m). The ecosystem consists of accident, mostly glacier formed 

valleys and plains with a large variety of lakes, peat bogs and wet grasslands intermingled with shrublands and forest patches. This neotropical 

ecosystem hosts about 5000 different plant species where 60% of these species are endemic, adapted to the specific climate characteristics of the 

place. Vegetation you will get to see in this trip are: tussock grasses, ground rosettes, dwarf shrubs cushion plants and conspicuous giant rosettes such 

as Espeletia (frilejon) and Puya (in the family Bromeliaceae). The paramo covers 2600 Km2 of the state! Visit the colonial Andean villages and enjoy 

the drinks and cuisine they have to offer. We will drive up the Pico Aguila (4,125-m), the highest point in Venezuela. Visit the Andean Condor Station 

and the Laguna Mucubaji Park (3,800-m) located in the Sierra Nevada. In this lake you will be able to see the yellows flowers of frailejones ð a 

plant only seen in the Andean regions. Next, walk or take a horseback ride to Laguna Negra (optional), where you will enter into a microclimate that 

due to its special ecosystem receives more rain and humidity than the surrounding Paramo area. This extra humidity gives life to an interesting diver-

sity of plant species, adding color and greenery to the wind-swept Paramo region. Laguna Negra is a beautiful site on a clear, calm day. The black 

water forms such a perfect mirror that it disappears and is replaced by the reflection of the trees on the mountainside. Overnight at Hotel / Posada.  

Day 13: Mérida - El Vigía - Maiquetia - Catia La Mar   

Take the morning to enjoy Merida. In the afternoon you will be transferred to el Vijia airport. Fly to Caracas. Upon arrival, our travel assistant will 

be waiting for you to transfer you to your hotel. Overnight at a hotel.  

 

Day 13: Catia La Mar - Maiquetia  

Our travel assistant will pick you up early in the morning to transfer you to the airport to take your flight back home.

IMPORTANT INFORMATION: 
 

Visas and passports: Nationals of most countries do not need a visa for tourism if they are staying less than 90 days, 

but their passport must be valid for at least six months after they arrive. Check visa requirements at the Embassy of 

Venezuela nearest to you. 

Vaccinations: You may need a yellow fever vaccination and malaria medication when traveling to certain parts of 

Venezuela ñ and itõs always a good idea to make sure your regular vaccinations are up-to-date as well. See 

http://wwwn.cdc.gov/travel/destinationVenezuela.aspx for more information, and consult your doctor. 

Luggage: The weight allowance on domestic flights is 20 kg, but smaller planes like the Cessna or DC3 permit only 10 

kg. Always identify your luggage with your destination and phone number. 

Seasons. Like all tropical countries, Venezuela only has two seasons, the dry season (verano) and the rainy season 

(invierno), which are marked by a difference in rainfall rather than temperature. Generally, the dry season is from De-

cember to April/May, and the rainy season lasts for the rest of the year. Rainfall, however, can occur during the dry 

season, and the rainy season often has dry periods. Ask us which is the right season to see the destination of your 

dreams, like Canaima, Roraima, and Los Llanos ñ some are ideal in the rain, others are best when itõs dry, depending 

on what you want to do! 

Temperature: Because Venezuela is tropical and has altitudes that vary from sea level to 4,735 m above sea level, 

temperatures tend to vary with the location. While in general temperatures range between 18ºC and 29ºC, they can 

soar to 38ºC in Zulia State and fall to below 0ºC in the Andean region. 

Local holidays. During school, university and statutory holi-

days, Venezuelans travel ñ to see their relatives, to go to 

the beach, or spend time at their vacation home. At Christ-

mas, Easter, during Carnaval and in July and August espe-

cially, be sure to book early and confirm your bookings for 

airlines, buses and posadas. Check the Festival Calendar 

for special holidays in the various regions of the country.
